1. Requirements 

ⅰ）Applicants must be enrolled at overseas universities 

ⅱ）Participants must enroll in travel insurance that covers the entire program duration (7/26～

8/8 ） 

ⅲ）Applicants must have Language Proficiency as below: 

To have sufficient Japanese language for the course you wish to take. Also for the Introductory 

and N4 level courses, applicants are required to have English language sufficiency.  

 

2. Maximum class size：approximately 10 students. (Depending on the number of applicants, a 



course may be offered in two separate classes）.         

ⅰ）Introductory ： 

This course is for those who have never studied Japanese before. 

Course material：An original textbook   

（This course uses Roman alphabet for study. You will not learn Hiragana, the Japanese alphabet in this course.） 

ⅱ）N4 Level Course： 

This class is for those who have N4 or equivalent level of Japanese Language Proficiency Test. 

Course material：『Marugoto Elementary 2 (A2) Rikai』Lesson1～10 *See Attachment 

https://www.marugoto.org/en/assets/docs/about/elementary1_competences_contents_en.pdf 

ⅲ）N3 Level Course： 

This class is for those who have N3 or equivalent level of Japanese Language Proficiency Test.  

Course material：An original textbook   

ⅳ）N2 Level Course： 

This class is for those who have N2 or equivalent level of Japanese Language Proficiency Test.  

  Course material：『日本語上級話者への道』   

 

※Please review the textbook samples provided at the end of the document and decide your level. You 

will have another opportunity to reconsider and change your course level in the questionnaire 

included with the course registration confirmation notice. In principle, changing the course level 

after arriving in Japan will not be allowed. 

※If the number of applicants for a class is less than five, the class will not be offered.  

※If more than one students is nominated by the same university, we may use the recommendation 

ranking provided by that university in the selection process.

The applicant is required to: 

i) be nominated by their home university by May 14 (JST).  

The home university must complete the designated Nomination Sheet, which is available for 

download on our website, and send it to us at ryugaku_shien@ml.nagasaki-u.ac.jp.  

If there are multiple applicants for one course level, the home university must provide 

recommendation rankings on the Nomination Sheet.

ii) submit the Certificate of Enrollment (in English), which is issued by the home university,  

through the online application.  

iii)     submit a copy of passport（must be submitted after the applicant is officially accepted） 

iv)    proof of an overseas travel insurance （must be submitted after the applicant is officially 

accepted. For those who do not submit it, we will cancel their participation.） 

 

5. Participant Selection 

The selection result will be informed to the applicant’s home university via email by May 21. 

 

6. Payment of the Participation Fee 

Payment deadline: May 28, 2025  

Payment method: credit card 

Details will be informed along with a selection result. 

*Please note that the transaction fee must be covered by the participant.  

Once the fee has been paid, it is non-refundable.

＊Certificate of Completion will be issued for those who attend the whole program, from the opening 

ceremony to the closing ceremony, without any absence nor late attendance.
